You need either the Windows 7 DVD or the Windows 7 ISO for to create a bootable USB Stick from it using the Windows 7 USB-DVD Tool which you could download from here: https://mega.co.nz/#!Q9A2zZbY!Mc_8RA...SLBWocsXEb-xmc
Boot from the DVD or the stick and chose Repair on the first screen. Than point to system Restore and chose one of that Restore point. 

Using this way, the Windows from Computer from Computer will not run it just run from USB or DVD. If is possible to repair it will do so.
