Before starting Windows Repair and later after creating a Restore Point within Windows Repair:
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This stayed like this forever, so I went to Safe Mode to try it.  
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As I recall, it wouldn’t run in Safe Mode, but, while I was there, I tried Windows Repair.  It had been taking forever to go from page to page in Safe Mode, and Repairs would run at all or very, very slowly (something I mentioned in the original post but I think forgot to mention in the replacement.)

Results of Pre-Scan:
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Results of Repair Reparse Points:
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Repair showed it fixed; new scan showed the same thing as above.

Check Disk results:
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Tab 4 results produced CBS.log errors again (I will try to remember to attach the CBS.log file again, also.):
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I didn’t restart my computer because I didn’t think it had changed anything.  Is that a problem?

Tab 5 results:
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After this, I clicked Restore, and nothing seemed to happen.  Then I went to Repairs, and it seemed to be stuck, so I end-tasked the program, but System Restore started showing, and it ended up with the same results: No restore points.

Then I restarted Windows Repair.  It took forever and a day.  It had already taken I think an hour and a half to get that far, as each step took a minute or two to be functional.  When I got the following results, which I had to photograph with my phone, I end-tasked Windows Repair….
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Then I restarted it and went directly to the Repairs Tab.  Notice I restarted it shortly after the above showing time of 1:14, and it was only on Job 2 of 39 by 2:43 (see next page).
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So I rebooted to run the original Commands you asked me to do.  This time, the first three completed, although it took from 3:26 to 3:39 to do so.  I started the fourth command at 3:39, and it is now 6:17, and there are still no results for that one, so I am probably giving up on that and attaching the text file of the first three results.
I’m sure this is more than you wanted to know.  (
